biographic note

It would not be correct to describe the certainly very talented Manolis Neophytou
as a ‘child wonder’ not mentioning the actual factors which helped Manolis Neophytoy
to become a mature pianist with a brilliant enviable technique at the age of only

11 years. It is well known that talent alone is not enough.

How many talented children lost their chances because they did not have the required

tcacher in their early childhood.

Manolis Neophytou had the luck of being taught by Dr. Nefen Michaelidou from the
age of 7. He was trained by such a teacher although living in a country where the
musical profession is protecied by law only when one reaches university level. In hardly
any country children of elementary school age are taught by a scientifically trained

musician holding a doctor’s degree.
Manolis Neophytou had this luck.

Tha brightness and diligence of Manolis Neophytou made Dr. Nefen Michaelidou grant
him a scholarsip at her school 4 years ago. This year the costs of his musical education
amounted to about 200 Cyprus Pounds per month (lessons every day, taxi transport,

books, giving him a piano as a gift).

Manolis Neophy.ou also had the luck of aitending the yearly International Master Class
Seminar for Piano since 4 years, which is held every summer at the School under
Prof. Rudolf Kehrer who is one of the greatest personalities of music of the Soviet
Un.on and the world. Oaly graduates and students of European High Schools of Music
participate in this Seminar. Manolis Neophytou had the luck of participating actively

in the Seminar since 3 years.

Other factors which helped Manolis to reach this level are the excellent educational
conditions which exist at the School and its perfect outfit which is a necessary
precondition for the training of pupils as soloists.

The pupils can visit life concerts every month free of charge and establish contacts
with high ranking artists of the world.

However the most significant factor which helped Manolis to develop into a remarkable
pianist at the age of 11 is the great care given to him by Dr. Nefen Michaelidou,
who spends much time and effort to give him the best possible musical education
according to scientific methods, revealing to him the secrets of the piano technique
so that a talented child like Manolis could reach a brilliant technique after only 5
years of training.
